We had an opportunity to hear from Narelle Young and Helen 
Green about the establishment of the organisation and the very reason 
Friends of Nepal exists, i.e. to help Nepali children in need of health and 
education facilities. We rose just over AUD 4100 that will go towards 
educating children in need. The night was a tremendous success. Our sincere 
thanks goes to all those who volunteered during the event, the talented 
home-chefs, amazing dancers, and the very appreciative audience. We will try 
and bring back similar events in the days to come. 
 
With the launch of our first fundraising event for 2010, the Theatre Night, we 
have planned to dedicate this year to three major projects in our hands. The 
first two projects are aimed to support the salary of two teachers at Nunthala 
Primary School and three teachers at Saraswati Primary School for three 
consecutive years. This will enable both the schools to seek funds from the 
Government of Nepal so that they can sustain themselves in the years ahead. 
We are in the second year of our support. We sent AUD. 3000 to both the 
schools and are committed for another AUD. 3000 each for this year and 
2011. We are very happy to see the changes in the school and retain teachers 
so that children are not deprived of education they deserve. 
 
The theatre night rose just over AUD 2500, a much needed fund for these 
projects. We would like to thank all our supporters and members for making 
this a possibility.

 New Project: Oral Care Nepal 
 
Oral Care Nepal program is a community-based project that 
provides dental treatment services, free check-up and 
counselling service. The main aim of the project is to educate 
the Nepali community in regards to dental hygiene and 
diseases. 
 
There is variety of programs developed by Oral care Nepal to 
educate the Nepali community about the dental hygiene and 
diseases, such as – Dental Care Centre where individual can 
access the information and recourses in regards to dental 
hygiene; Street Drama, a program, that delivers oral health 
education to the Nepali community through story and 
comedy performance; Dental camps, another program that 
involves organizing caps in different villages in Nepal to 
provide awareness of dental diseases, free check-up and 
education; and School Dental Health, that educates the 
children in regards to dental hygiene and diseases. 
 
Oral care Nepal approached Friends of Nepal (FON) to 
support one of their programs. FON committee has agreed to 
provide support for Mobile School Dental Health Program.  

 
Mobile School Dental Health Program will provide resources, 
education and treatment to the school children around 
Kathmandu. Most of the school children lack basic oral health 
awareness. This is one of the causes for most prevalent 
dental problems, such as - dental caries and gingivitis along 
with the malocclusion, rotated teeth, protrusion and so on. 
The aim of Mobile School Dental Health Program is early 
diagnosis and hence early treatment and better prognosis in 
regards oral disease in Nepal.
